In the
interpretation of the pieces proposed the
Maurizio Di Fulvio Trio alternate moments of
genuine extemporaneousness of the regular
procedure, followed according to linguistic and
expressive precepts belonging to jazz itself, to
predominant moments in which the formal
precision and the adoption of some processes
are borrowed from the classical tradition.
